The group /parishioner sponsor pays all
cost for ingredients and cooks the soup. Those attending
are to make a donation that would equal the price you
would spend for a meal. Example if you normally eat out
fast food a meal would at least cost $5.00. If you normally
spend more , maybe $10.00-$20.00 per meal. Remember
this is Lent and it is a sacrifice for you to eat soup instead of
a fancy meal. All proceeds go towards Christian Service
which provide baskets for the poor on Holidays and food
needed for the food pantry to name a few. So please come
every Tuesday during Lent . The soup will be hot and ready!
